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BATTLE WEEKEND HAS SOMETHING FOR EVERYONE

Young and old battle enthusiasts have a treat in store in Prestonpans between Friday 4 and Sunday 6 June.

The second Biennial Battle of Prestonpans Conference on Friday 4 June at the Town Hall is the starting point for a weekend of activities celebrating Bonnie Prince Charlie’s greatest victory.

Open to everyone, the conference will provide some fascinating insights into lots of battle-related subjects, plus a chance to catch up on a busy two years of campaigning by the Battle of Prestonpans Heritage Trust.

For families and children, the highlight of the weekend will be the Battle Fun Day on Sunday 6 June, 11am-4pm, at Prestongrange Museum.  Here a Jacobite encampment, with regular maneuvers, weapons demonstrations and skirmishes, will bring the battle to life.

Also on hand will be the hugely successful Battle of Prestonpans team that has been touring schools in East Lothian over the last six months.  They will be running sessions regularly throughout the day for children of all ages.  

The miniature battle game has proved especially popular in schools and it will be running all day at Prestongrange.  Anyone from P5-age upwards can come along and join a battle.   

The Prince’s Loyal Clans – an exhibition on the role of the various Highland clans who supported Bonnie Prince Charlie in 1745 will be on show at the Power House of Prestongrange Museum between 11am – 4pm on Saturday 5 and Sunday 6 June.  Entry is free.

Dr Gordon Prestoungrange, chairman of the Battle of Prestonpans Heritage Trust, said: “We hope that everyone will find something to interest them in these three days of battle celebrations.  

“This will be our second biennial conference and, as well as providing lots of fascinating news about our battle and others in East Lothian, we want to stimulate debate about where we should go next.  

“Increasingly now we are reaching out to children and young people, using re-enactments and games to give them a better understanding of the battle sites right on their door-steps.  Sunday’s Fun Day won’t be quite as big as our anniversary celebrations on September, but it will still be packed with information and action.”
